Åare a structured and searchable set of  finite data which 

usually corresponds to a specific discipline, field of  study, 

or particular information type

Åoffer unique ways to refine your search results

Ålimiters

Ådate ranges

Åfull text

ÅBoolean search operators

Åand* = limits

Åor = expands

Ånot = limits

Åoffer easy access to scholarly (peer reviewed) information



Some Useful Databases

ÅAcademic Search Complete - has citations and full text articles 

from peer -reviewed journals in social sciences, humanities, music, 

education, computer sciences, engineering, language and 

linguistics, arts & literature, medical sciences, ethnic studies, etc.

ÅInfotrac Newspapers - includes articles from The Austin American -

Statesman, The Houston Chronicle, the New York Times, the 

International Herald Tribune, the London Times, and other papers.
